ORDINARY RESOLUTION ON THE COMMENCEMENT OF THE MHOBA SOLIDARITY FUND AND OTHER MATTERS CONNECTED TERETO
At the Company’s Extra Ordinary General Meeting, properly and duly convened virtually via Google Meet on the 14th day of December 2025, it was unanimously resolved as follows:
1. The MHOBA Solidarity Fund becomes immediately operational effective

December 14, 2025.
2. The work of the ExCom in dealing with bereavement contributions shall be

limited to the members of the Fund only.
3. In case the Fund cannot payout bereavement contributions at the time of commencement, the members of the Fund may make contributions to support a member of the Fund in the short term.

4. All existing alumni shall be given a grace period of up to June 30, 2026, to join the Fund by commencing their contributions to the Fund.

5. Effective July 1, 2026, any person who was an alumnus of Mbarara High School and not a contributing member of the Fund shall pay a joining fee of UGX10,000 for each month that he was not a subscriber by the time he chooses to join.

6. The Executive Committee or any governing body established to manage the

Fund may, at its discretion, exempt any alumni affected by the operation of

paragraph 5 if it is satisfied that special circumstances existed that may have inhibited such alumni from joining the Fund before the expiry of the grace

period.
7. Commencing January 1, 2026, the dedicated MHOBA Solidarity Fund WhatsApp chatroom shall be for only members who subscribe to the Fund.
8. The Executive Committee is authorized to proceed expeditiously to complete

the relevant insurance scheme with an insurance service provider to ensure

immediate operation of the Fund.
9. The Registrar of Companies be informed.
